Å A number of new parties emerged

φ (6?)Butun Kyrgyzstan (opposition) (United Kyrgyzstan ), led by
Adahan Madumarov , former fervent ally of Bakiev and a former
head of Security Council . Strong following in the South with
some nationalisitic semtiments .

φ (4)Respublica (opposition) , led by Omurbek Babanov . Left the 
post of Vice - Prime Minister prior to the 7 April events and is 
allegebly one of the organizers of upheavels in Talas province
on 6 April that led to the Revolution .

φ (5)Ata - Meken (Fatherland ), led by Omurbek Takabaev .

φ (2)SDPK (Social - Democratic Party of Kyrgyzstan ),led by

Election System
Å The new Constitution introduced a semi - parliamentary system 

of government 

Å Increased the number of parliamentary seats from 90 to 120. 

ÅMembers of parliament are elected for a five - year
term through a proportional party list system within a single 
nation - wide constituency. 

Å Parties must surpass a 5 per cent national and a 0.5 per cent 
regional threshold in all 7 oblasts and Bishkek and Osh cities 
for seat allocation. 

Å Both thresholds are calculated against the number of registered 
voters.

Å In order to avoid the dominance of one political party in the 
new parliament, the Constitution limits the number of seats  - a 
single party can hold 65.

Å The election is administered by the Central Commission for 
Elections and Referenda (CEC). Below the CEC are seven 
Oblast and the Bishkek and Osh City Commissions (OECs), 56 
Rayon and
Municipal Election Commissions (TECs), and 2,289 Precinct 



Shortcomings of the election 
processÅLocal administrations played supportive role and even 

campaigned for parties of their affiliation.

ÅLocal administrative officials sometimes interfered in the 
work of elections committees (TECs and PECs) 

ÅUp to 70% of election commission members lacked 
experience.

ÅThe quality and accuracy of VLs remains a serious 
concern - VLs are compiled by local administrations 
based on a number of public registers, including the 
residency register (passive
registration system). The quality of the VLs therefore 
depends on their quality of data.

ÅFew instances of students and gov . employees being paid 
or coerced to attend rallies.

Å In addition to free airtime, contestants were able to 
purchase airtime on state - funded and private media 
outlets, limited only by their financial resources and 
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Å Failure to address all complaints during CEC sessions limited 
transparency of elections.

Å Large number of unauthorized personnel present and even 
directed election process.

Å Lack of compliance with the placement requirement for female 
and male candidates.

Å Inconsistent application of inking was observed in some 9 per 
cent.

Å Two accounts of vote buying were observed, in which groups 
of men outside polling stations handed money to voters either 
entering or exiting the polling stations

Å There were fewer ethnic Uzbeks (3.6 per cent) represented on
candidate lists than their share of the population would suggest 
(14.3 per cent). (Ethnic Russians and Ukrainians make up 8 per 
cent of the population and were represented with 11.5 per cent 
of
candidates on the lists.

Å Lack of Uzbek language media in the South limited the ability of 
ethnic Uzbeks to receive election - related information.
